This isn’t about weather @ it’s
about starting over.
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Divine Grief, Not Wrath

KJV frames it as: “God was angry,
.So He wiped them out.” But-the
Helbrrew says: “God was grieved.”

Grief = heartbreak over violence
and corruption. This isn’t
vengeance. It’s deep sorrow.

The flood is a symbolic return to
the beginning &_ chaos before
creation.
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The Ark as Sacred Space

T he ark isn’t an escape pod - it’s a
womib of preservation. A vessel of
N ‘
; life through chaos.

Noah doesn’t avoid the flood &_ he
goes through it. With animals. With
fear. With hope.

It’s about riding out destruction
without losing the future.
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The Rainbow Is a Covenant, Not a
Trophy
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God’s promise wasn’t: “I’ll never
get mad again.” It was: “l will never
let destruction have the final
word.”
